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OCTOBER TESTING 

All sophomores and juniors will take the Princeton Review’s practice ACT test on 

Tuesday, October 17.  During this testing time freshmen will participate in substance 

abuse prevention activities, while seniors will participate in college and career  

information sessions. 

 

Registration has begun for the October PSAT.  The PSAT is only given once a year on 

a nationally set date in October.  This year it will be held on Wednesday, October 

11th.  North High will administer this exam to sophomores and juniors who have 

registered in advance.  Spaces are limited, so students should register to test as soon 

as they receive notification to do so.  The PSAT is offered at no cost to North High 

students.   

Although the PSAT is not a test used in college admissions, many sophomores and     

juniors take it as preparation and practice for upcoming college admission tests like 

the ACT and SAT.  JUNIORS who score high enough on the exam may be eligible for 

the National Merit Scholarship Competition.  For more information, contact Becky 

Sieve at bsieve@fz.k12.mo.us. 

The ASVAB Career Explorations test is a career planning program designed to      

explore opportunities through a series of aptitude tests and an interest inventory.  

This test will be given to a select group of juniors and seniors on November 13.

You must complete and submit the FAFSA to apply for federal student aid for college or career 

school and for most state and institutional aid.   The quickest way to apply is online using the 

FAFSA on the Web @  www.fafsa.gov. 
 

Financial aid offices use information from the FAFSA to determine if you are eligible to receive 

federal student aid from grants, loans and work-study programs.  States and schools also use the 

information from the FAFSA to determine if you qualify for additional aid.  So be sure to fill out 

a FAFSA even if you think you won’t qualify for federal aid. 
 

You will  be required to use a FSA ID  to sign the FAFSA.  To create a FSA ID, go to:  

www.fafsa.gov. 
 

Your FSA ID is used to sign  legally binding documents electronically.  It has the same legal sta-

tus as a written signature.  Don’t give your FSA ID to anyone.  Sharing your FSA ID could put 

you at risk of identity theft.  The FSA ID is a username and password that you must use to log 

into the FAFSA.    
 

Starting with the Academic Year 2017-18, the traditional FAFSA (Free Application for Fed-

eral Student Aid) submission date of January 1 changed to October 1.  In addition, 

families will be able to use tax information from the prior year. 
 

The January 1 start date made it difficult for families to get their tax information gathered in 

time to complete the application.   
 

By moving the start date up three months to October 1 , students will have more time to fill out 

this vital information, they’ll have tax information at hand and families will have more time to 

evaluate the school’s financial aid award package.

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MAKING THE MOST OF COLLEGE VISITS 

LEWIS & CLARK CAREER CENTER 

Start with a Game Plan.  Prioritize your interests before you head out the door. Check out the virtual tours offered by many 
colleges and universities. You can also get a head start with Sallie Mae’s free, online College Planning Toolbox and College    
Planning CalculatorSM, which lets you estimate the current and future cost of any school. 

  
2.    Step off the Campus Tour.  While you’re there, explore parts of the campus that aren’t on the tour, talk to current        
students who aren’t tour guides, and get a sense of the area surrounding the campus. Imagine living there, and think about 
whether you would be comfortable there on weekends. 

  
3.    Get to Class!  Ask to sit in on a class. Talk to professors and students to learn about campus culture. And remember: tuition 
will not be your only classroom expense. Visit the campus bookstore to get an idea of what additional supplies might cost. 

  
4.    Keep Your Options Open.  When you combine estimated expenses with other factors like school size, degree programs, 
and location, the end results may be intimidating – but the sticker price isn’t necessarily what you’ll end up paying. There are 
many free tools and resources to help meet college costs, like Scholarship Search by Sallie Mae, which provides free access to 3 
million scholarships worth more than $18 billion. 

  
5.    Keep Track of Your Progress.  It’s easy to be overwhelmed by all the information you gather. Keep track of it with Sallie 
Mae’s College AheadSM Mobile App, which features a College Scorecard that lets you compare and rank colleges you visit; a    
calendar to keep track of important milestones and application deadlines; and a road map to help families file the Free Applica-
tion for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).
